Structural 
S1. Please detail the connection of the infill area grating to the existing dock framing.
S2. Provide a framing plan and section detail that indicates the location of existing piles and dock framing at areas of the existing dock to be modified or removed.  Verify existing support structure is not compromised by proposed changes.
S3. Provide a plan detail at the connection of the finger pier wood framing to the steel plate at the pile caps and clarify the location and orientation of the boat spikes noted on section A-A.
S4. Provide a framing plan and detail for the framing connection at the juncture of the new finger pier to the existing main pier.  
S5. Naturally durable or preservative-treated wood shall be utilized for those portions of wood members that form the structural supports of docks where such members are exposed to the weather without adequate protection from a roof, eave, overhang or other covering to prevent moisture or water accumulation on the surface or at joints between members.  Please note on plans.
S6. Per IBC 2003 Mercer Island Amendment section 3110.4.3 all hardware and fasteners used structurally shall be of a corrosive-resistant metal or be completely protected by a coating of approved paint or corrosive-resistant metal, such as zinc.  Please indicate on plans.
The above comments should be responded to in itemized letter form.  Revisions should be clearly indicated and clouded on the plans.  Resubmit two copies of revised drawings and one copy of structural calculations as required.  If the revisions are minor, you may redmark the plans in person.
